	The first stage of work during this reporting period involved developing a more detailed methodology and workplan - amongst all the project partners – related to the activities of WP3.   This detailed workplan and methodology sought to develop a common understanding amongst the project partners as to how the stakeholder mapping and analyses would be conducted, as well as the stakeholder workshops, interviews, focus groups and household surveys.  This document was completed and posted on the LiveDiverse project website by the end of June 2009.  

A second key activity during the first reporting period was the preliminary stakeholder and social group mapping, which was carried out in order to collect and identify key stakeholder groups within each basin, to categorise existing knowledge of the interests of the main stakeholders, and identify the main groups that should be engaged within the LiveDiverse process within each case study area.  A template for the stakeholder mapping was developed by the partners, which included information on, i) name and/or organisation; ii) stakeholder group, iii) level of interest (scope of activities and nature of activities); iv) future vision/ goals of individual organisations; relationship/ dependence on natural resources; v) potential conflicts with other stakeholder interests; vi) and, the relative priority to be given by the stakeholder by the project. Criteria for assessing stakeholder groups was also provided related to the type of stakeholder groups, and levels of interest.  Definitions of relative priority were also agreed including, high (active involvement), medium (consultation), and low (dissemination).  Each case study partner then used the template and supplied preliminary case study specific information based largely on their own experience within the case study sites. This preliminary stakeholder mapping will then be supplemented by the case study field trips that take place during the second reporting period.  The supplemented information will form the basis of the stakeholder analysis (WT 3.3). 

During the first reporting period, a significant amount of activity by the project partners has also gone into WT3.2 relating to the first round of stakeholder interactions within the case study areas.   For the case study partners such preparations have involved developed a draft itinerary for the trips, contacting key stakeholders and conducting scoping missions to the case study sites.
